
School Equipment 
 
 

 Instruments damaged through careless handling or neglect will be 
repaired at the student’s expense.  The school will pay for repairs due 
to normal wear.  

 
 School-owned instruments may not be used for other than school 

functions. 
 

 Do not store extra items such as music, flip folders, clothes, etc. in 
your instrument case. 

 
 Always treat these instruments as if they were your own.  Keep them 

clean, and properly functioning.  Always be careful where you set the 
instrument down.  

 
 Notify a director immediately if there is a problem with your 

instrument. 
 

Misc.  Rules and 
Information 

 
 
 

 No food or drinks are allowed in the band hall. 
 

 Do not lean on stands or walk on chairs. 
 

 No horseplay in the band hall. 
 

 Use time before rehearsal begins to warm up and practice.  Blasting, 
hacking and other poor warm up habits are not in your best interest, or 
those of the band. 

 
 Keep your instrument and case off of the floor and in the locker. 

 
 Play only your own instrument.  Only percussionists touch the 

percussion instruments.  
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
